If the product interferes with the safe
operation or handling of the weapon, discontinue use. For further
safety considerations, consult the owner's manual of your weapon
and seek professional assistance.

Your new Safepacker Holster™ is the most carefully designed
and constructed holster/case/scabbard in the world. It can be
used in at least four ways:
• as a belt holster on a pants or pack belt
• as a shoulder bag with the optional shoulder strap
• as a hand-held grip
• as a gun case

There are three compartments in the Safepacker Holster™:

The wallet or spare ammo compartment built into the flap

The weapon compartment

The spare magazine/speedloader compartment

Many uses for the Safepacker™ are self-evident as long as you remember

that the sights go next to the side with the hook and loop fasteners,

however the hand grip carry warrants further explanation:

Assuming you are right-handed (left-handed versions are available),

place your left hand through the adjustable top strap with your palm

down. The Wilderness™ logo should be facing you. Snug the retention

strap over the top of your hand and carry the case naturally to your left

side. The strap will hold it to your hand with almost no effort.

To draw the weapon, raise the Safepacker™ in front of you with the

weapon inside pointing at your target. Pinch the release buckle between

the thumb and index finger of your right hand, allowing the top flap

to pop slightly open. Sliding your thumb under the flap, continue to

open it fully. Plunge your hand inside the weapon compartment and

obtain a proper firing grip, making sure your index finger remains

straight along the weapon's frame and not in contact with the trigger!

Do not touch the trigger until your sights are on the target and you are

ready to fire. The hook and loop fastener strip along the side will pull

apart when your hand enters the weapon compartment, allowing a full

firing grip and letting the muzzle swing out more quickly.

A family of accessories are available to enhance the Safepacker's™
versatility, including the Safepacker Packer Backer™, Safepacker

Runner's Pack™ and the Safepacker Briefcase™.
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Your new Safepacker™ is only limited by your imagination. Its

design allows it to be worn over a normal pants belt, wide backpack

belt, military web belt or even fixed objects like a boat's gunwhale,

wheelchair frame or car door pull handle. It is constructed with

our motto in mind, overkill never fails, and should give you many

years of faithful service.
